Fauna

The vegetation on the area proposed for development provides suitable habitat for a range of faunal species. However, given
the transformed nature of the surrounding landscape — cultivation to the south, east and west — as well as the town of
Bersheba to the north, it is likely that faunal species diversity and abundance will be low.

The artificial wetlands created by the numerous irrigation dams on the farm and the Wit River and associated drainage areaz,
are providing habitat for a variety of avifaunal species. It is anticipated that most of the faunal species remaining on the: farm will
iri 2l likelihood move off to undisiurbed porticns of the site a3 soon a8 site preparation commences.

The following provides recommendations for the managament of impacts on fauna:

*+ The mobile fauna which may be occuming on the cite are expected to vacate the area that is to be developsd once
vegetation clearing and other site preparation activities commence and will seck refuge in intact natweal or near-natural
areas that ane not proposed for development.

*  Maasures should be implemented to ensune that fauna on sits are not harmed duning site preparation or operafional phase
activilies azsociated with the development, e.g. enwircnmental inducBon process for construction personnel and [ or fam
workers.

+ [Before siie preparation and vegetation ceanng commences, affected areas should be thoroughly ssanched for fauna that
can be relocated. This i o be undertaken by a professional faunal specialist (with the necessary permits) and releasad into
ro-go areas of other suitable refuge areas.

+ A profezsional reptile remover nesds o be confacied o remove dangerous regliles when in confiict with the workers.

+ Search and rescue operations before and during the sie preparafion phass will decrease the impacis considerably.

* Nofauna encountered on site to be mtentionally hamed.

Aquatic Features (artificial and natural)

The field surey concluded that eight arificially created wetiand habitats, cocur within the within the S00m radius of the area
under azsessment. Two of hese include lange irrigation dams for culivation purposes and one large water supply dam for
potable water. The remaining artificially created wefiands include a2 small dam and deprezsions due i excavations. The Wit
River, with exiensive riparian foodplain and a tibutary, flows through the farm along the western boundary of the polential
culfivation area. Two natural drainage areas or surface water run-off areas, not indicated on the 1:50 000 topographical map,
were digitized for thiz azzessment. The river is comprised of theee functional zones, namely: (1) Wit River channel, (2) active
channe! riparian; and (3) miparian ficodplain.

The active channel fipanian zone extended from the Wit River channa! banks, where there was a3 distinct increase in elevation
i.e. above the channel bank. Within this zone there was a mix of iparian indicator species and terresinial species.

The fioodplain iz extensive, measuring up fo approximately 380m from the achve channel and nsfream habitat in places, with
mostly very steep inclines. The riparian Scodplain area is distinguizhed from the active channel ripafian area due to dominance
of V. kamoo and elevation. In terme of elevaion, a foot path is located pust to the west of the acfive channel ripanian area. The
riparian floodplain area is distinguished from the terresiial vegetation, Sundays Spekboom Thicket, due to species composition
and elevabion, where the riparian floodplain termmates roughly around the S0m — 85m contour {for most of te outsr boundary),
and the absence of V. kamoo can ke discemed.

The following miigation and management i recommended o protect the aguatic resources on site:

+ Adopt the recommended bicdiversity Mo-Go ansas mcluding the 20m buffer around the Wit River dpanan floodplain and
active channel riparian area, incheding around the tributary and natural drainage areas.

* Furiher comment from the Department of Water and Sanitation with regards to requirements of Section Mc and 21i of te
Mational Water Act (38 of 1388).
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¢ Compliancs with requlations periaining to the Conservation of Agricultural Resources Act (43 of 1983), which does not
permit cultivation within the Sood area of a watercourse or within 10m horizontally outside the flood area of a watercourse.

¢ |n order to reduce surface water mun-off from onchard areas, establich stormwater management messures, incuding
trenches (with indigenous grasses, not concrete ned) to encourage increassd infiltration.

» | imit vegetation removal during the construction' ectablishment phase fo the proposed development foolprint.

¢ Ac an addifional precautionary measure, 3 shallow trench should be placed strategically, to frap surface run-off (with
fertilizer and herbicide substances) i.e. paralisd along the outer edge of the 20m bufier. Ideally these shouwld be grassed

exisiing fracks in the floodplain or fpanan habitat, ie. to prevent widening of the tracks and mdisciminate clearing

(azsociated wwith the low-level water crossing).

It is recommended that the following are included as conditions in the Environmental Authorisation:

No-go areas for development (inciuding aquatic and ecological buffer areas) must be demarcated on site before vegetation
cieanng commences.

HERITAGE IMPACTS AND MITIGATION

A number of heritage resources were identified during the field survey (Table 10.4), although thess were limited to the very
restricted areas accessible to the archacologist. Of these 21 sites, 14 were archaeological, and of MSA or ESA orign, while
three related to bust structures, a of which were in a ruined state; a single graveyard, associated with the structures, was
identified. The graveyard consisted of more than 25 stone packed graves in an east-west alignment. Most of the graves

v
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appeared to have headstones of sither sione or metal. The recent dates noted on some graves (approximatsly a decade old)
would indicate that the graveyard was still i uze until recently. The end of use of the graveyard probably coincides with the
demodition of the seffiement (Figure 103 and 10.4). Al of thess sites wene determined o be Grade llic (of low local
cignificance), with the exception of the graveyard, which was accorded Grade llla status (of high local signiScance). Two
geological cuttings were identified which provided msight info the substrate in the amea, and the presence of a possible
palaecsol was noted, these features are not congervation worthy.

The foot sunvey that was underiaken provided a sufficent characterisation of the heritzge resources in the area and our fndings
were consizient with those of other sfudies in the immediaie vicinity. However, it i clear from the relative frequency of artefacis
in the dizturbed, open areas, that more afefacts ane likely o be present i the undisturbed, heavily vegetated areas. It is further
poesible that thers might be setiement or activity sites, given the presence of smaller chips and flakss in the aszemblage.

Despite the presence of the potentially highly fossiliferous, Early Cretacecus Kirkwood Formation, the thick mantling of these
deposis by low sensitivity, Late Caenozoic alluvium in thiz area mitgates against the likelihood of fis development impacting
on significant palasoniological deposits (Almond, 2016). Similarty, the small relict patches of Pliocene Kudu's Kloof Formation
tend locally fo be of low palasontological significance (Almond, 2016). Intenesting geological features noted during the field
aczecement induded two geological cutiings obsersed i the easiermn part of the study area that revealed the cobble substrate
at between 0.40m and 12m below the topeod and a potential palasosol.

The following actions are recommended;

* A Fossil Finde Protocol muwst be implemented duning the construction phase;

* The areas indicated by the archasologist should be monitonsd by a suiiably qualiied archaeclogist during vegetation
clearng.

» The graveyard should be avoided by all development activities. To ensure thiz, a suifable fence should be erected around
the graveyard, at a diztance of no less than Sm from the outer pesimeter of the graves. This fence should include entry gates
to allow vigits from relatives and family fiends, and access o the graveyand must be allowed in pempetuity. This area should
be treated 3= 3 no-go area, and i location should be marked on all development maps. No development should occur
within 15 meters of the proposed fence line (ie a 20m buffer area is maintained around the graveyard).

* | in situ archaeological resownces or hurnan bunaks are found, work must cease and fhese findings must be reported o the
Eaztern Cape PHRA and SAHRA, and a switably qualified archaeologist must b confacied.

It ks the applicant’s mtention to build on this economic base in the SREVM, by making opfimum use of the avallable resources the
area has to offer, i.e. the availability of a sustainable supply of imigation waier from the LSEWUA canal system; the suitakbility/
fertility of the zoil, 2= well az the available work force from local communities. The switability of Sylvania for the proposed
agricultural expansion is supporied by the existing agriculiural areas that have been established fowards the eastem portions of
the Famm.
