Comespondence from DEDEAT, dated 5 September 2017, confirmed that the *. rezoming and subssquent change in use of the relevant
porfions wouwld require an amendment application and authorisafion for such prior fo the rezoning coming into effedt; and 4) That such an
amendment is viewed as substantive the Department [especially considering the portions in question are adjacent fo the Public Open Space
which forms a rvering comidor to the Baakens River. This must thersfore be addressed through an amendment application made in ferms of
Sections 31 and 32 of the NEMA EIA Regulations, 2074, which must be subjected to a public parficipation process as prescribed by the
Reguiations.”

This Amendment Application and associated Draft Amendment Report (Draft AR) is thus a substanfive application for the amendment of an
existing EA and is being undertaken in temme of Sections 31 and 32 of the NEMA EIA Regulations, 2014 (as amended). The applicant has
appointed Public Process Consultants as the independent EAP to manage the Amendment Application (AA) and associated Public Paricipaiion
Process.

PROPOSED REZONING AMENDMENT OVERVIEW

The applicant proposes fo consolidate, subdvide and rezone Phases 5 and 6 of Ef 1062 from Residential 2 (Townhouses), Private Open
Space and Special Pupose (Access and Intemal Roads) fo Special Purposes (High Tech/ Industrial Business Park) and Transportation 1
(Foads). The total development area of 8.19ha is not proposed to change.

The supplementary bulk services report prepared by Hatch Africa (Ply) Lid concludes the following with regards fo the rosds and wet servicss

+ Sufficient capacity exists in exdsfing roads, wet services and electricity supply to support the proposed rezoning of Phases 5 & 6
of the development to Special Purposes use.

* The revised plan layout for the rezoning to special purposes will reduce both road length and sudfaced area which will have a positive
imgact on maintenance and ife cydle costs.

+ Because the road lenghs and surfaced road area will be reduced from whiat was proposed under the residential zoning the manienance
and Fe cost cycle of the stommwater infrastructure will also be reduced.

* An increase in the hard surfaces which will result in shorter Bmes of concentration in magor storm events, is anticipated to increase the
clormwater runoff from the area wunder considerstion. An addiional 0.7 m¥s will be generated for both the 1:50 and 1:100-year storm
events. The rezoning will hawe no effect on the 1:00 year floodline previously determined as the additional runcff is considersd negligible.

+ The addifonal Annual Average Daily Demand for water required in temms of the: Guideline for the: proposed rezoning to Special Purpose is
relatively minimal and equivalent to the AADD of an addifional 94 recidential erven (addtional 34K]day).

+ |t should be noted that the length of water main pipelines required to serice the Special Pumposes Erven will be significantly shorter and will
therefone require less maintenance during its Be cycle.

ECOLOGICAL SPECIALIST ASSESSMENT

Aqguatic Environment

In this assesement vadous watercourses were confimmed i the regional and study area landscape, but no natural systems wese observed
directly within the site. The site is, however, directly adjacent to a tributary of the Baakens River but locatsd outside of the 1:100-year flioodiine.
No direct impact on any natural aquatic systems is anticpated assuming that no aclivites are located within the1: 100-year Soodine or riparian
zone and buffer, whichever iz larger, Le. the status quo of the current site should be unaffected.

These systeme, their current state and funclionality were evaluated against the previous impact assecement and the proposed |ayout
amendment, and with the exception of 1 mpact, all previous impacts related to the ripariani aquatic envirenment could be upheld, ie.
the layout revision will not present an increase in the significance of any impacts and post-mitigation would still remain LOW or
YERY LOW.

Only one impact, namely Disruption of Ecological Cormidors, Patterns and Process required revaluation, as the reviced layout and
alterations to the stormwater management systern would recult in 2 lower or reduced impact cigrficance, thus the MODERATE (-) mpact was
rated as VERY LOW (-) based on the amendment changes.
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The stormwater management plan has now consolidated all discharge structures into one area and will no longer discharge into the 1:100-ysar

flood fine. In order to prevent issues such as erosion’ sedimentation, and to trap any solid waste from entesing any downstream areas it is

recommended that the following additional condition be included in the amended Environmental Authorisation, should one be granted:

* An amended layout plan for the roads and wet services for Phase 5 and 6, based on the layout plan fitled “Subdivision of Erf 1082,
Fairview Stage 3 Preliminary Design of Roads and Wet Services” with drawing number H115868-AS-001 Rev A, by Hatch Africa, is
to be submitted to DEDEAT for approval prior fo the commencement of construction. The layout should clearly indicate the
placement of erosion control and velocity dissipation structures, as well as suitably sized stilling basins into the single discharge
point for Phase 5 and 6.

Temestrial Vegetation

In terms of the current approved zoning, all of the existing vegetation on the ste (Phase 5 and 6) would be deared to allow for the construction
of the houses, roads and Private Open Space areas. This would stll be the case, should the zoning of the site be changed as proposed. No
significant advantages or disadvantages of the proposed zoning changes have been identified, from a biophysical perspective. The
impacts that were previously identified, which relate to the vegetation and associated habitat, are deemed to still be applicable and
are not anticipated to change. All mitigation measures previously proposed, 3s well as the associated conditions in the current Amended
Environmental Authorisation are still applicable.

Impacts associated with the increased nsk of introduction of exotic fiora and the potential spread thereof into the sumounding indigenous
vegetation, in paicular the Open Space areas, during the operational phase, might have a clightfy lowered significance, should the zoning
change. This opinion s based on the fact that fewsr omamental gardens associated with the proposed rezoning would possibly resuit in a lower
risk of introduction and spread of exofics.

As per the existing Environmental Authonisation, a faunal and floral search and rescue must be undertaken prior to commencement of
vegetation clearing on site {Condition 3.3.13 and 3.3.15 of Amendment Notice 2). Also of importance, is the condition to fence off the No-Go
{open space areas) area adjacent fo the proposed development footprint - to the north and east — prior to commencement of clearing activities
o ensure that these areas are not damaged or disturbed during the construction phase (Condition 3.3.3.3 in Amendment Notice 2 and
Condition 3.7 in Amendment Nofice 4).

TRAFFIC IMPACT ASSESSMENT ADDENDUM

The Addendum to the Traffic Impact Assessment prepared by Royal HaskoningDHV conciudes the following with regards to the traffic impacts

anticipated for the proposed rezoning:

* The proposed Special Purpose land-use, consisting of 28 individual erven, will be 9 866m= larger in sze than the Residental 2 land-use
originally proposed, which consisted of 109 individual erven. However, the original development footprint for Phase 5 and 6 remains the
same as assessed in the onginal EXA (8.19ha).

® The Residential 2 land-use would generate a total of 120 vehicle rips in both the weekday AM and PM peak hours. The Special Purpose
erven would generate a total number of vehide trips ranging from 199 vehicles to 305 vehicles during the weekday peak trafic hours,
depending on the caiculation approach adopted, for 3 GLA of 22 075m: and a 30.5% coverage. The proposed change in land-use will
therefore lead to an increased vehicie trip generation to'from thes part of the develcpment.

* |Inspection of the SIDRA capacty analysis resulis contained i the 2010 TIA for the 2020 uitimate soenano (il Erf 1082 land-uses fully
developed) indicate that the newly upgraded traffic circles at Circudar Drive / Fem Road (Accsss B) and Willow Road / Mimosa Road would
operate with minimal fraffic congestion and defay, and that adequate spare capacity should be available to accommodate the
additional traffic generated by the proposed change in land-use. No further upgrading is therefore considered necessary at these
two traffic circles.

® The directional split of vehide traffic for both land-use types is 7525 inbound : outbound during weekday peak trafic hours.

e The residential road layout internal to Phases 5 and 6 will be changed in accordance with the new erf layout, with two access intersections
proposed on Fem Road.

e The road reserve width will be increased from 10m to 15m to accommodate wider roads capable of accommodating the turmning movements
of larger heavy vehicles.

o Allidentfied traffic impacts can be sufficiently mitigated.
